You must have completed all of these steps before election day in order to be on the ballot. Per our chapter constitution, you must be in "good standing" within our chapter to run for office. If you have any sort of doubt regarding your standing within the chapter, then  I would recommend speaking with Ms. Mayberry prior to declaring your candidacy. Corona del Mar JSA Chapter Organization and Responsibilities

President: The Chapter President is responsible for the ultimate successes and failures of the chapter. He/she must represent the chapter at all events, conferences and school functions. The President is responsible for organizing meeting dates and must be able to work closely and efficiently with the teacher advisor. He/she is responsible for registering the chapter for regional conferences and must assume all online duties on the JSA Portal. The Chapter President must oversee the efforts and procedures of his/her cabinet. In the event that cabinet does not fulfill its responsibilities, the President must assume all duties that his/her cabinet has failed to fulfill. This includes all of the responsibilities of the VP of Debate, VP of Chapter Affairs, Secretary and Treasurer. The President must collect taxes and administrate the chapter FaceBook page. The President must be a spokesperson for the chapter. It is their responsibility to publicize the chapter through social media and school newspapers.

Vice President of Debate: The Vice President of Debate is responsible for all chapter affairs regarding moderating, debate, discussion, and event sign-up. He/she must communicate with the chapter president and organize some sort of debate or discussion at every chapter meeting. He/she should be an experience debater who is capable of teaching the basic techniques of debate to the chapter. He/she and his/her appointed officers are responsible for keeping the chapter up to date in politics. The vice president of debate must sign the chapter up on DebateWare in the speediest time possible before conferences. He/she must encourage others to participate. Before each convention, he/she must come prepared to meetings with a printed list of possible debate spots from DebateWare and sign members up for debates at conferences.

Vice President of Chapter Affairs: The Vice President of Chapter Affairs is essentially the chapter coordinator. He/she must work closely with the Chapter President to organize chapter events, being fraternal or non-fraternal. He/she and his/her appointed officers are responsible for creating presentation materials for Back to School Night, Open House, Club Rush and any other attempt to publicize the chapter. He/she must organize community service events and coordinate guest speakers. He/she is responsible for organizing activities for chapter meetings. He/she is responsible for coordinating logistics and the arrival of sustenance at every chapter function.

Secretary: The Secretary is responsible for the chapter’s bookkeeping. He/she must take minutes at each meeting, approve them with the chapter and submit them to the Associated Student Body (ASB). He/she must keep record of all chapter members and their contact information. It is the Secretary’s responsibility to assure that the maximum amount of members attend each chapter function. He/she must remind the chapter of all future events, being through FaceBook, e-mail or via phone trees.

Treasurer: The Treasurer is responsible for all chapter finances and is the bridge between the chapter and ASB. He/she must work closely with the chapter president and Vice President of Chapter Affairs to make sure that all expenditures are submitted and compensated by ASB. He/she must also work with the Vice President of Chapter Affairs to organize fundraisers throughout the year. He/she must collect the checks from the chapter president for conferences and submit them to ASB to be sent out to JSA.
